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Sir John Hammond Award

This prestigious Prize is awarded by the Society to anyone in research, teaching, advisory, farming or affiliated professions who has made a significant contribution to the science or development of animal production. 

The award is highly selective and nominated candidates must be of high merit. Candidates must be nominated by a minimum of 3 members of the society (please note that self-nominations will not be considered). Letters of support must highlight some of the key achievements of the candidate in the areas considered in the Hammond. Candidates must have worked mainly in the UK or the Republic of Ireland but are not required to be members of the Society. It is anticipated that, wherever possible, the society will award the Hammond to an early-to-mid career stage candidate. 
The nominated candidates are screened by the Strategy and Innovation committee at one of the regular meetings in the year. Additional information on the candidates may be sought to support the nomination. If multiple candidates are received the committee will rank the candidates in relation to the general criteria of the award. These recommendations are forwarded to the Council of the Society for final approval. Please note that council of the society may choose not the award the Hammond if no suitable nominations are received. Nominations to be received by the BSAS Secretary before 31 December
